Athletes identified at the Elite* level.

Athletes identified at the Reléve* level.

Two (2) first-place finishers in the Provincial Bantam Order of Merit (2 boys and 2 girls).
Based on rank in Golf Québec's overall Order of Merit for boys and girls.
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* See athlete identification criteria.
NOTES

Based on the previous season's results as of October 31.

¢ No application form is required to be completed by the athlete.
Golf Québec will provide the Foundation with the names of candidates/athletes eligible
to receive bursaries.

o A 12-year-old athlete may be exceptionally eligible if he or she is identified in the
federated Reléve, Elite or Excellence rankings.

¢ An athlete may not receive a Golf Québec/Fondation Aléo bursary if he or she is already
receiving a bursary from the Pat Rhéaume Fund.

¢ An athlete may not receive a bursary if he or she has been or is part of a provincial
team from another province.
